Nomination and Election of the SoHT Board Members
The President of SoHT will inform all Active Members about the biennial election of the Members of the Society’s Board. 
Any active Member of SoHT may apply himself or nominate a qualified nominee by submitting, in writing to the Secretary of SoHT, the completed form “application to join the SoHT Board”. All nominees will be contacted by the Secretary of the Board before being included on the ballot. The nomination period ends July 31st 2016 (one month before the annual general assembly of the SoHT).
The election is part of the general assembly organized during the annual SoHT conference. All members of the SoHT attending this assembly are entitled to vote. Based on the nominations or applications a ballot will be prepared by the Secretary of the Board. Each new candidate can present himself by a short statement or – if he or she cannot attend the meeting – the application form of a new candidate will be presented electronically. The ballot will be handed out during the meeting and each eligible voter can elect 11 persons listed on the ballot. Elected tellers count the votes, and at the end of the general assembly the Members of the new Board are presented following a plurality voting system. The new elected Board constitutes itself and its responsibility starts after the annual general assembly.
